To get your medical bill paid for by Emergency Services, you 
must have ALL of these: 

Emergency Services - is a program to help immigrants pay for 
serious health care emergencies. This program is for children 0-18 
years old, adults 65 or older, adults with disabilities, and adults caring 
for children.

A medical emergency

C. Prenatal Services for Pregnant Women

Pays for baby’s birth and your health care 
while you are pregnant.

To qualify you must have ALL of the following: 

Household salary or income before taxes at or less than 
the number in the chart

You are pregnant

address of the agency in your area where you can apply
for medicaid.
